Its 9am and already the temperature is in the te®@s we make a left turn from the
Maroondah Highway into Rouches Road. (Rouches Ropgt before the blue sign
for the Narbethong Caravan Park).

Travelling along Rouches Road which is Seasondthg€tl, we go through the gate
and continue for a couple of km’s when we comeunfiost obstacle. A fallen tree
across the road proves no match for our three stukhittle futher on we come to a
second tree across the road which is much largerequires us to navigate gently
around it.

Continuing along Rouches Road we turn right ontosity Spur Track and a short
distance along we turn left into Wattle Path Sprack. It's not long before we
encounter another tree across the road which youligee around with out any
problems.



We travel along Wattle Path Spur Track to the ehdr& we turn Left onto Crotty
Creek Track heading for Stoney Creek Track. Neauwethd of Crotty Creek Track we
are forced to do a U turn as large trees are higclie way. Back along Crotty and
turning left at the intersection we passed eavidirtake us to Plantation Road where
we turn Left and then Left again a short distamte 5toney Creek Road. .

We turn Right into Black Range Track and its noigdoefore we turn Left into The
Devils Staircase (sounds like a hardcore trackg Davils Staircase is a flat dirt road
with a tree across it which is quite easy to getrddbout 3 — 4 kms we come to a “T”
intersection of Yellowdindi Road and we turn léféh turn right onto Murrindindi
Road stopping at Murrindindi Cascades for lunch exylore.

From the Murrindindi Cascades we head up Murrind®Rwhd and as we hit the
blacktop you turn right and continue to the “T"d@rgection. You continue to travel
straight ahead until you make a right turn at tr& fntersection of Langs Road and
Frog Ponds Road. Veer left up Frog Ponds Road&irttersection you cross
Limestone Road into Cheviot Road and continue @fteviot Tunnel with a drive
through in both directions and a bit of a play titsriime to head up Native Dog
Road to Goulburn Valley Highway with a right turnto the Highway through
Molesworth then a right turn onto Scrubby CreekdrRoa



Following the road with the last farm on your rigiu look for the start of Wherrets
Track. The track follows the farm boundary for ayweith an old car body in a
paddock. The track then starts its climb up a obaky surface.

Wherrets Track gets quite steep and is not recodhEmeAWD's in the wet. Once at
the top of the steep section, the track flatendbeabming a gentle track once more.
At the end of Wherrets Track we turn left onto BemvRoad and then right after a few
short kms onto Boundary Road. At the “T” interseutit’s a left turn into Ginters
Road which changes name to Myles then Banbury R&#dshen turn left at the
intersection into Murrundindi Road which will théning us out onto The Melba
Highway at Devlins Bridge.
